You must submit a FAFSA application in order to receive this scholarship!

 Your scholarship is combined with your Pell award to pay for your direct costs including tuition, dorm, and meal plan.  The combination of your Pell and Theatre scholarship cannot exceed the direct costs of tuition, dorm, and meal plan.  If the combination does exceed these direct costs, your scholarship will be reduced to equal your total costs.

All Theatre Scholarship Students are required to work one hour per week in the department.  This hour will be known as your “Scholarship Hour”.  Theatre Scholarship Students must report to college on Saturday, August 18 at 1 PM.  We will check into the dorms at that time, and then have a barbeque/swim party at the lake to get to know each other.  Parents are welcome.  It will be hot, so bring a float and be ready to get wet. 
All Theatre students must take college placement tests before August 1 and have the scores submitted to Cisco Junior College by August 8.  If you are using SAT or ACT scores, you must be cleared to register by August 15.  I will advise and register all of you on August 19.  Please do not register before this, as it usually has to be redone on August 19. 

Rules and Regulations
Receiving a CJC Theatre Scholarship is an honor and a privilege.  Scholarship students must follow the rules below to have their scholarship renewed. Failure to abide by these requirements may result in loss of  part or all of scholarship.  Infractions of the rules will result in demerits.  $50 will be deducted from your scholarship for each demerit.  Extreme infractions will result in loss of scholarship.  The Department Director will make decisions regarding non-renewal and loss of scholarship.
Scholarships are awarded by semesters.  Students meeting department expectations will generally have their scholarships renewed.  In some cases, students exceeding our expectations may have their scholarship increased in following semesters.  Students not meeting our expectations may have their scholarship decreased or may be removed from the scholarship program in subsequent semesters.
1. Never miss a rehearsal or performance.  If you have an emergency, call the Director at 254-442-5019.  Sending a message or calling a friend to give a message is not acceptable.

2. Never be late for a rehearsal or performance.  If you have an emergency call the Director at 254-442-5019.  Sending a message or calling a friend to give a message is not acceptable.
3. Do not chew gum in rehearsal.

4. Cell phones are strictly prohibited in classes, rehearsals, and backstage and in dressing rooms during performances.

5. Be courteous and respectful to your director, fellow students, and others.

6. Dress Code:  Anytime you are participating in Theatre/Vocal Music activities including:  Performance,  Set Construction, Rehearsal, or Touring.  Clothing should be neat and clean and worn appropriately.  Pants must be worn on the waist.  No oversize clothing and no revealing clothing.  For rehearsal, please wear tennis shoes and for tech work please wear protective footwear.  No jewelry unless it is required for the role.  No visible tattoos.
7. Maintain a positive attitude.

8. Do not engage in dangerous physical activity such as Competitive Sports or Intramural Sports that may injure you while in rehearsal for performances.

9. Meet all deadlines assigned to you.

10. Follow all college rules, regulations, and policies.
